Medical Exam:

You may complete your Medical History and Physical Examination Form either at your regular physician’s office
or at the OCC Student Health Center. If you are unable to download the medical form from the above link you
can also download the form from our website at OCC Allied Health Web Page and then click the Manuals and
Forms Tab. The OCC Student Health Center is now open Monday through Thursday 8:30 a.m. to 12:00
noon and 1:30-4:00 p.m. If you choose the OCC facility, the summer is the best time to complete your exam due
to increased campus usage when fall semester begins. In many cases, this is the most convenient and cost-
effective option.

The exam process requires several visits to the Student Health Center—it cannot be completed in one day. Be sure
to bring any available immunization records that you may have on your first visit to the Health Center. You do not
need to be registered as a student this summer to use the Student Health Center for your Allied Health physical
exam.
