3. Demonstrate field-based foundational research and monitoring skills in the marine environment

using specialized data collection equipment.

Career opportunities include marine monitoring for wastewater discharge, Department of Fish and

Wildlife, U.S. Wildlife and Fisheries, Biological consulting agencies, California Coastal Commission,

NOAA Observers, and both formal and informal educational programs focusing on the marine

environment.
