The Science & Engineering Tutoring Center (SETC) offers scheduled tutoring appointments both 
online and on campus as well as study skills workshops, course specific study groups, and drop-in 
tutoring for Science, Engineering, and Computer Science courses. Students can make appointments 
with tutors via Accudemia (from within the TUTR 050N Canvas) or by coming in to the Center. If you 
have any questions, please visit the Science & Engineering Tutoring Center in person, call/text 714-
432-5559 or email SETC@occ.cccd.edu.  

Getting Started: 

 All students must be registered in TUTR 050N to receive tutoring. (21137) 
 Once enrolled, students can request a tutoring session by logging in to Canvas and 

selecting the TUTR 050N course. Within the TUTR 050N Canvas there are modules for 
each tutoring area. Select Science & Engineering to access appointments for the SETC. 
Appointments can be scheduled via Accudemia or in person. Contact the SETC if you 
have any questions or problems. 

 You are limited to 1 appointment per subject a day, with a maximum of two 
appointments per day.  You may book up to 4 hours of tutoring per week. There is no 
limit on drop-in tutoring hours. 

 Please be respectful of others’ sensitivity to strong scents, odors, and sounds.  
 Rude, inconsiderate behavior/language toward staff or other students will not be 

tolerated and may result in disciplinary action.
