Be sure it has 
the appropriate signatures (parent/guardian and your HS Principal). Email it to 
mailto:dualenrollment@occ.cccd.edu.

You may register for your approved courses anytime on or after your registration window opens. View when 
your window opens on your MyCoast Account. Log into MyCoast ➔ select the “Registration” tab ➔ find 
“Registration Status & Checklist.” All registration is done online in your MyCoast portal. Check out this video 
– How to Register – for a step-by-step guide on how to register. After you register, pay your course fees to 
secure your seat in the class; you may be dropped from the class for not paying your fees on time.
