iii. Shall compile, transcribe, and send minutes to the Communications Committee Chair and the Advisor within 72
business hours of the Communications Committee meeting.

iv. Shall track tardies and absences of the Communications Committee officers and present it at the first Communications
Committee meeting of every month.

v. Shall hold officers accountable to SGOCC Policy 1004: SGOCC Attendance/Truancy.

vi. Shall fulfill other duties and responsibilities as may be assigned.
